The 2007-2008 Grapevine High School PTSA will be offering a minimum of six
student scholarships in the amount of $500 each to be used for college or
vocational school. To be eligible to receive a scholarship from GHS PTSA, the
student must meet the following requirements.

1. Applicant must be a high school senior at Grapevine High School and eligible
for graduation.

2. Applicant must be a member in good standing of PTSA. Dues for the student
must have been paid by October 12, 2007 to be eligible.

3. The scholarship must be used for the purpose of study at an accredited
college, university or vocational school.

4. Upon evidence of enroliment, the scholarship funds will be paid to the school
where the recipient is enrolled after the required form is completed and
returned to the PTSA Treasurer. The required form will be issued to the
scholarship recipients when the scholarships are awarded.

5. A committee appointed from the GHS PTSA Executive Board will determine
selections. The decision will be based on a weighted scale as follows:

Activities, Achievements & GPA= 60%
Essay (300 words or less) = 25%
Letter of Recommendation = 15%
(Bonus points will be awarded for additional years of PTSA membership)

6. If any scholarship recipient does not accept their scholarship, the refused
scholarship will be awarded to the next applicant on the ranked list.

7. Application must be returned to the counselor by 3:30 PM on Friday, March
28, 2008.
